Installing the PowerPrompter ( Software ProX Version

In order for the PowerPrompter software to mirror the secondary output on your laptop, you must have a laptop that supports multiple monitors and you must extend the windows desktop to the secondary monitor.

1. Plug in the Prompter monitor and turn it on.

2. Turn on your laptop.

3. If the Prompter monitor comes up with the same image as your laptop screen, use the function keys on the laptop to disable it.

(Press the Fn Key + the key that corresponds to the external screen. On my computer it is Fn+F5 on your computer it might be Fn+F7 look for the Monitor Symbol located on one of your F1 – F12 keys)

4. Go to Control Panel, from “classic view” go to display settings. 

5. Click on the “settings” tab.

6. You will see monitor 1 and monitor 2.  Click on monitor 2 and check the box that says “extend windows desktop to this monitor”.  

7. Leave Monitor 2 positioned directly to the Right of Monitor 1.

8. Set the resolution of monitor 2 to 800x600 16 bit.

9. Set the resolution of monitor 1 to 800x600 16 bit.

10. Click ok.

11. You can now run PowerPrompter ProX.
