The PP-Manual-CD.doc file on the CD contains the Manual for PowerPrompter.

Before starting your computer…

Plug the controller you wish to use into your computer.

A USB Wheel Mouse is the default

Start the computer.

Close all other Applications/Programs that are running in Windows.

Insert the PowerPrompter CD Disk. The Installation will automatically begin. (These instructions assumes that d:\ is your cd drive)

Follow On Screen Instructions. This is a 2 Step Process.

Step 1.

First Click on Install the PowerPrompter Software and follow screen instructions.

Click on Finish. Proceed to Step 2.

Step 2.

Click on Install Hardlock Drivers

Follow the screen Instructions

When the installation is complete, close the PowerPrompter Install window by clicking on Done.

Place the Hardlock into the USB or Parallel port of your computer and Start the Prompting Program. 

Really Important:

Go to Control Panel then access Display… 

Set screensaver to None…
Go to Control Panel then access Power…


At the Power Tab --- Do not let Windows Manage your Power


At the Disk Drive Tab --- Do not turn off Drive after xx minutes.


Make all power settings to never

For better scrolling performance you should set your display settings colors to Medium (16 bit)

All functions of the PowerPrompter Software, except Scrolling will work without the Hardlock.
